THE NECA-IBEW APPRENTICESHIP
VS. THE 4-YEAR DEGREE

Going to a conventional4-year degree granting college has many
merits. But make sure you look at all the options. Cost for a year
at a public university in Indiana or Illinois averages $15,000.
That puts the cost of a bachelor's degree at over $60,000.

Compare those costs to an apprenticeship with the Electrical
Workers.
